Physical Interaction between Toddlers and Caregiver and Children’s Acquisition of Eating Behavior in
Manipulating Spoon

Abstract

We conducted a longitudinal study to investigate the developmental processes involved in learning to use a
spoon. Eating behavior was observed in infants during lunchtime in the nursery, and relationships between the
caregivers’ supporting behavior and the infants’ acquisition of the physical skills and motor movements required
to use a spoon were assessed. The infants’ gradual transition to using a spoon on their own was dependent on the
appropriate support and guidance of the caregivers. Analysis of the physical interactions between the caregivers
and infants revealed a co-relationship between the relative increase in the infants’ self-feeding behavior and the
physical movements needed for effective spoon use, and a gradual decrease in the physical support provided by the
caregivers. The close relationship between the infants’ realization that their own body movements differed from
those of others and autonomy in eating are discussed in terms of the theory of phenomenological intersubjectivity
proposed by Husserl.
