“Deaf Culture” and “Hearing Culture” from the Perspective of a Hearing Person Accompanying Deaf
People in Their Behaviors and Activities

Abstract

“Deaf culture,” defined as behaviors and lifestyles of Deaf people was investigated. The author, who is a person
with normal hearing (a hearing person) accompanied Deaf people and observed their daily life while taking
notes. Conditions of “Deaf culture” and “hearing culture” were compared and investigated by examining the
recorded notes of cases, which resulted in two main findings. The first result indicated Deaf people and hearing
people perceived different objects and gave different meanings to objects in spite of being surrounded by the same
environment. Secondly, interactions between Deaf and hearing people differed in their relationship to each other.
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
