A Life-Story Study of a Folk Handicrafter: A Case Study in Geisei Village, Kochi Prefecture, Japan

Abstract

This qualitative study on crafters’ lives, which have attracted little attention in the literature of Mingei (folk art)
and Mingu (articles of everyday use), used a twofold process for its investigation. In the first and preliminary step,
the study focused on Muneyoshi Yanagi and Tsuneichi Miyamoto, two central figures in these fields, respectively,
and identified three aspects of crafters’ lives that they commonly referred to: (i) being neglected by society, (ii)
being connected with customers with mutual trust, and (iii) being guided by collective forces. Then, a life story
interview was conducted with the traditional bamboo crafter Naoko Miyazaki. From this, there were two major
findings. First, the three aspects listed above were indeed major themes in her life story. Second, she described
how these aspects were associated with one another. Implications for conserving traditional cultural properties
were also discussed.
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
